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What’s going on in East Cottingwith and Storwood

East Cottingwith and Storwood is a small parish with just 279 adults registered on the electoral roll.  However, the community, despite having no pub, shop or school punches above its weight in terms of social activities.  The recently refurbished village hall holds regular events (quizzes, music events, theatre groups, the occasional pop up pub and so on) and has a very popular cafe every Thursday.  
The village has a community choir, a book club, a weekly Pilates class and a bridge club and very recently a golf society was formed.  
There is an annual village fete or "feast" as it is known involving, or attended by, almost everyone within this close knit, friendly and very welcoming community. The village boasts a very well-equipped play area for younger children.  
On the banks of the Pocklington Canal and the River Derwent, situated within an internationally important site of special scientific interest (SSI) and adjacent to the Wheldrake Ings Nature Reserve, the area offers a lot of walking and bird watching opportunities.
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
